MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau

May,  2005

Proclamations – 2005 is The Year of the Veteran with the Legion holding a parade to the Cenotaph on May 8.  May is Better Speech and Hearing month and Multiple Sclerosis month. May 1-7 was Emergency Preparedness Week. June 1st is Milton’s Day Against Homophobia. June 4th is Halton Pride Day.

Presentations – Shane Bascoe was recognized by the Town and presented with a Certificate of Commendation on behalf of Her Excellency the Right Honourable Adrienne Clarkson in recognition of his selfless actions in saving a life in April 2004. 

Destiny Milton II – Community Consultation will begin this month with 13 focus groups. A public meeting and a random telephone survey will be held later. 

Milton Hospital – Council passed a motion supporting the needs assessment for an expanded Hospital facility by Halton Heathcare subject to Provincial funding.

Tax By-law – Council passed the 2005 Tax By-law for (approximate) $72M ($14.5M Town, $18.5M Region, $8.5M Police Services, $30M School Boards). Taxation rates – Urban Residential .98%; Rural Residential .94%; Commercial 2.53%;Industrial 3.7%. Overall impact is just under 2% higher that 2004. Table of all rates and more information are available through Corporate Services. 

Parks – Town awarded contracts for park reconstruction at Beaty Neighbourhood Park South and Clarke Village Squares to commence this month including soccer fields, playgrounds, walkways and parking for just over $1M.

Youth Week – Cody Stokes and Kathlene Campbell-Conlon appeared on behalf of MMYAC to announce activities for Youth Week, April 29-May 7.

Animal Control – Council authorized a contract with Oakville Humane Society for $190,000 to provide animal control services to the Town, services to include availability 40 hours/week, weekly urban patrols, and twice weekly patrols of rural hamlets

Road Closures – Council passed a by-law to extend the temporary road closure of  Sixth Line from Britannia Rd to Lower Base Line until July 29th to complete road reconstruction. A proposal to close Lower Base Line from Trafalgar Road to Ninth Line was deferred pending a further report.

Sample Wells – The Region has selected several wells downstream from Campbellville Sand and Gravel properties to monitor water quality during an investigation by the Ministry of the Environment. 

Theatre – A new eight screen Galaxy Cinema entertainment complex will open in Milton in the spring of 2006 at the South East Corner of Thompson Road and Steeles Avenue.

Beach Volleyball – Outdoor beach volleyball courts are now available at the Milton Sports Centre, with competitive leagues to begin play on June 14, and individual rentals available on an hourly basis.  More information available on the web, or through Community Services.

Slots $$s – The first quarter payment through the Town’s agreement with the OLGC was $1,388.956, for a total of  $34,161,628. 

Sound System, Council Chambers – Additional wall speakers have been installed to improve the ability for residents to hear discussion in the Council Chambers.

Zoning Amendments – Council approved amendments to permit residential plan of subdivision by Manaman West of Thompson Road, North of Louis St. Laurent Ave., a zoning by-law to permit a motor vehicle dealership at 1195 Steeles Avenue West, and a temporary use by-law to permit a golf driving range at First Line & Britannia Road. 

Public Meetings – Council held a number of Public Meetings on development applications and zoning by-laws. Public Meetings included: A temporary use by-law to permit a garden suite at 3058 30 Sideroad, a zoning amendment to permit business/commercial uses at James Snow parkway & main street including hotel, gas bar, car wash and other commercial uses, a zoning and official plan amendment for commercial classification at Derry Road and St. Maria Boulevard to permit an entertainment/retail complex. Once all comments have been received, reports will be brought forward for consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.

May 16th Public Meetings – Rezoning application to permit development of an 18 hole public golf course at Guelph Line and 20 Sideroad. Temporary Zoning Amendment to permit a Garden Suite at 8469 First Line Nassagaweya. 

Large Item Drop-off at Brookville Works Yard will be May 24-28.

Community Fund – May 16 is deadline for Spring Applications. More information is available through the Town website, or Joy Anderson, ext. 2604.
