Municipal Elections – Registration deadlines for Milton Council, Mayor, School Boards, and Regional Chair close at 5pm on September 29th, 2006. If you are interested in working on Election Day, November 13th, please contact the Clerk’s office at Milton Town Hall before September 15th. Positions open include Deputy Returning Officer, Technical Clerk, Ballot Clerk, Revision Clerk, and Greeter.

Road Openings – Sixth Line Nassagaweya south of 15 Sideroad and Pine Street between Commercial Street and Fulton Street are now open following completion of Bridge works.

Road Closure – Thompson Road from Louis St. Laurent Avenue to Britannia Road will be closed for reconstruction effective September 6th for approximately six weeks. 

Accessibility for Ontarians with Disability Act – Council received a report on Provincial Standards under this act.

2007 Council Meetings – Council approved a schedule for 2007 meetings, to be confirmed by the new Council at it’s first meeting on December 18th.

Transfer of Land – Council approved the transfer of land to the Region on the north side of Derry Road west of Holly Avenue for a noise barrier wall.

Durable Halton – Jane Clohecy, Director of Planning & Transportation Services for the Region of Halton, presented the Durable Halton Plan adopted by Regional Council.

Juno Beach Centre – Council approved funding (shared 50/50 with the Region) to purchase Memorial Bricks at the Juno Beach Centre in recognition of the sacrifices made by the veterans from Milton who lost their lives in World War II.

Financial Agreement – Council authorized the financial agreement with Cancast Inc. for development lands.

Notice of Motion – Council supported a motion by Councillor Mowbray requesting the Province to examine the possibility of Ontario Farm Wineries selling wine at Farmers’ Markets and that the LCBO stores stock and promote wine produced locally.

Milton Community Fund – October 2nd (4:30pm) is the deadline for submissions for this fund. The balance available for the fall allocations is just over $200,000.

Public Meetings – Council held two statutory public meetings: 1) Proposed Zoning By-law amendment to permit office, financial office and commercial school (skill) uses on the ground floor and to add an office building to the list of permitted uses at 174 Mill Street. 2) Proposed Zoning By-law amendment to permit a motor vehicle dealership at the south west corner of Steeles Avenue and Martin Street. Once all comments have been received, a report will be brought forward for Council’s consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.
Zoning By-law Amendment – Council approved two zoning amendments: 1) Temporary Use By-law for Mattamy Homes to permit a temporary facility to manufacture and assemble houses, south of Derry & east of Tremaine. 2) Zoning amendment for Mattamy Homes to permit 114 residential units (12 semi-detached, 74 back-to-back townhouses, and 28 town houses) south of Derry Road, West of Thompson Road.

Rural Large Item Clean-up – From October 10th – 14th, the Brookville Operations Yard at 11302 Guelph Line will be open for disposal of large household items. This program offers rural residents a twice-yearly (spring & fall) opportunity to dispose of many large household items not included in the rural garbage/recycling collections. Some restrictions apply to hazardous and toxic items. The Yard will be open Tuesday through Friday from 8am to 3pm and Saturday from 8am to 4pm.
