MILTON COUNCIL NOTES   by Councillor Cindy Lunau
August 8 mtg, 2006

Comprehensive Housing Strategy – Council received and endorsed in principal the Comprehensive Housing Strategy for Halton Region as presented by Rob Cressman, Director of Housing.

Road Maintenance Agreement – Council approved the Regional Road Maintenance Agreement with Halton Region.

Litter-Receptacles – Council received a report on weekend Litter-Receptacle Pick Up on Main Street following the Farmers Market.

On Street Parking – Council received a staff report considering the possibility of on-street parking on Laurier Avenue at Bronte Meadows Park and denied this change as it was not supported by neighbouring residents.

Canada-Ontario Municipal Rural Infrastructure Fund – Council approved a joint application with the Town of Oakville identifying the replacement of the Henderson Bridge on Lower Base Line as the highest priority project for application to this fund.

User Fees – Council approved amendments to the 2006 User Fee By-law to include new program offerings. Council approved a 2007 User Fee By-law for annual indexing with the CPI (Consumer Price Index) with an amendment to defer a decision on 2007 user fees for community facilities pending a report on how fees affect use of these facilities.

All Way Stops – Council approved all-way stops at the intersections of Bennett Boulevard & Yates Diver and Costigan Road & Willmott Crescent.

No Parking – Council approved temporary No Parking restrictions on Robert Street adjacent to the Fair Grounds on September 2nd & 3rd for the Steam Era celebration and September 22nd – 24th for the Milton Fall Fair. 

40 km Traffic Zone – Council approved a 40 km/h School Zone on Costigan Road from Petit Trail to Miller Way and Miller Way from Field Drive to Costigan Road in anticipation of the new school opening.

70 km Traffic Zone – Council approved a speed limit reduction to 70 km/h on Second Line Nassagaweya between 10 & 20 Sideroads following a study of speed and road use (currently a detour during Guelph Line reconstruction.)

Road Closure – Council approved temporary road closures to facilitate CPR Track Repairs at Appleby Line north of 3 Sideroad and at First Line Nassagaweya north of Campbellville Sideroad.

Zoning By-law Amendment – Council approved a zoning amendment by Beverly Hills Estates Holding to permit a residential plan of subdivision east of Thompson Road, south of the CPR railway lines to create 4 residential blocs with 19 townhouse units and residential reserves;

Waste Management Announcement – Council reviewed the Region’s intent to pursue options in Waste Management including an EFW (Energy From Waste) project.

Storm Water Management Ponds – Council identified the need for signage at storm water management ponds identifying the purpose of these bodies of water.

West Nile Virus– This virus has been identified in mosquitoes in the area of Commercial & Main Streets.

Property Acquisition – The Town has purchased 2.34 acres of land immediately south of Main Street and west of the CPR tracks (formerly the Pigment & Chemical lands) for future construction of the Main Street/CPR underpass. The Town further received a donation of an additional 5.2 acres from RBC for future use.
