MILTON COUNCIL NOTES   by Councillor Cindy Lunau

Town Hall Expansion – Council received the revised design for Town Hall expansion and endorsed moving forward with detailed designs for the project. Council approved moving the home at 155 Mary Street to a Town owned lot on Bell Street, and moving the home at 167 Mary Street to a residential lot within .5km of Town Hall. Council authorized the Fire Department to use 48 Hugh Street and 155 King Street for fire Training activities prior to demolition. Staff will continue to explore options for the building located at 16 Hugh Lane.

Annual Reports – Council received Annual Reports from Committees of Council including: The DBIA (Downtown Business Improvement Association), Community Services Advisory Committee, Trails Advisory Committee, Milton Seniors’ Centre Advisory Board, Milton Accessibility Advisory Committee, Transit Advisory Committee, Heritage Milton, Milton Committee of Adjustment and Consent, MEDAC (Milton Economic Development Advisory Committee. Matthew Kerwin & Kathlene Campbell-Conlon presented the Annual Report on behalf of MMYAC (Milton Mayor’s Youth Advisory Council), Michael Cluett presented the 150th Anniversary Celebration Committee Report, and Ron Banyai presented the Library Board Annual Report. Copies of all reports are available through the Clerk’s office.

Thompson Road/CPR Grade Separation – Council approved the final design for the construction of this underpass with construction to begin in early May and completed by the end of 2006. Thompson Road will remain open during construction with the exception of four weekends, the first weekend closure being April 8 & 9.

Twiss Road Reconstruction – Council approved Twiss Road reconstruction between Reid Sideroad and Campbellville Side road, with temporary closures of the road between April 15th and June 15th.

Places To Grow – Council endorsed the Joint Submission on the Province’s Places to Grow planning document, as prepared by the Region of Halton and its four municipalities, further directing staff to continue involvement at both Regional and Provincial levels as this growth plan relates to issues of intensification, infrastructure and financial viability. 

OMB Appeal – In accordance with the Ontario Municipal Board Decision, Council passed a temporary use By-law to permitting a barn owned by the Radha Soami Society Beas at 6566 Sixth Line (south of Derry Road) to be used as a study centre for up to 90 minutes per week.

Crossing Guards – Council received a report recommending that a Crossing Guard is not required at Martin & Main Streets at this time. A separate report highlighted the on-going efforts to hire Crossing Guards for other locations.

Conservation Authority Generic Regulations – Three delegations addressed Council with concerns regarding the Generic Regulations proposed by the Halton Conservation Authority to meet Provincial legislation. Council directed staff to report to the Administration & Planning Committee regarding the Generic Regulation and related concerns identified by the public.

Railway Barriers – Council approved barrier gates for the railway crossing at 5 Sideroad east of Regional Road 25, with 88% of costs to be shared by Transport Canada and the Railway.

All-Way Stop – Council approved an all-way stop at the intersection of Fourth Line and Clark Boulevard.

Smoke Alarm Program – Fire Chief Brassard reported on the 2005 Smoke Alarm program of education and home visitation, identifying that an alarming number of homes do not have working alarms as required by law. 

OGRA Conference – Councillor Jan Mowbray will attend the Ontario Good Roads Association Conference, February 19th – 22nd.

Slots Dollars – The fourth quarter payment of Milton’s portion of the Ontario Lottery and Gaming revenue from Mohawk Slots at Mohawk Racetrack amounts to $1,435,230, a total of $38,589,768 to date. These funds are allocated to the Capital Budget (with $500,000 to the Milton Community Fund) in the year following receipt.

150th Anniversary – The Anniversary Committee has announced a contest to design a mascot and theme for the 150th celebrations in 2007. Contest closes. March 10, 2006. Full information on the website or through Lorrie Ferrante at the Town.

Solid Waste Strategy – On Wednesday, February 21st, the Region will host an Open House at Milton Town Hall regarding the Region’s Waste Management Strategy (including the Green Cart Program) prior to presentation to Regional Council this Spring.

Approved Zoning Amendment – Council approved a zoning amendment for Durante Enterprises Limited to permit a Commercial/Retail Centre (gas bar/car wash/food outlet) and Hotel at the North East corner of Main Street East and James Snow Parkway, subject to site plan details.
