Proclamations – March is Easter Seals Month. March 21st is International Day for the Elimination of Racial Discrimination.

Presentation – Conservation Halton presented the Watershed Report Card.

Fire Response – Council approved a Mutual Aid Agreement with the Township of Puslinch to provide reciprocal response by firefighters and equipment.

Burning Permits – Rural residents are reminded that Burning Permits are required for all outdoor burning at a yearly fee of $25 available through the Fire Department during business hours, or at Station #2 (Campbellville) on Saturday, April 11th between 8am and 3pm.

Town Publications – The spring/summer Community Services Guide, and Talk of the Town (town newsletter) have been distributed through Canada Post. Additional copies are available through the Town.

Library News – The newly renovated Milton Library is now open with additional space for children, teens, and expanded reading nook. 

Street Tree Policy – Council approved a Street Tree Policy to require planting or replacement of street trees in all new developments and redevelopments, and to protect existing street trees wherever possible.

Road Recommendations – Council approved amendments regarding Engineering and Parks Standards to reviewing all-way stops, traffic signal warrants, school area speed limits and pavement markers, rural road pavement markings & truck load restrictions, speed limits in urban and rural areas.

Employee Service Awards – Milton will hold its 20th Annual Employee Long Term Service Awards presentation on Thursday, March 23rd, honouring 32 employees including Rick Tipping, Judy McAlister, Scott Prior (20 years); Art Brooks, Dave Krantz (25 years); Jim Finn, Paul Mountain (30 years); Allan Jones (35 years).

Leave of Absence – Council approved a three-month Leave of Absence for Ward 2 Councillor Mike Boughton for medical reasons, with best wishes for a speedy recovery.

Milton Community Fund – Council approved guidelines for the 2006 Community Fund of $500,000 with application deadlines of April 24th and October 2nd. Applications will be reviewed by CSAC (Community Services Advisory Committee) with recommendation to Council. More information available through the website, or contact Joy Anderson at ext. 2604.

Public Meetings – Council held four statutory public meetings. 1) By Elkford Investments for a plan of subdivision & zoning amendment to permit a mixed use plan of subdivision on 17.6 hectares at the south west corner of Derry Road & First Line to include 448 residential units, offices, townhouses, and high density residential. 2) By Mattamy (Brownridge) for zoning amendment to permit a neighbourhood commercial plaza and ‘live work’ units at the south east corner of Derry Road and Holly Avenue. 3) By Milton Hospital Lands for a subdivision and zoning amendment to permit a mixed plan of subdivision on 40 hectares south of Derry Road between First Line and Santa Maria Blvd. (wrapping around Milton District Hospital and Milton Sports Centre) to include 178 residential unity and future townhouses, offices, school and associate features.4) By Mattamy (Milton West) for a subdivision and zoning amendment to permit mixed use residential subdivision at the south west corner of Derry Road and Tremaine Road for 2216 residential units. . Once all comments have been received, a report will be brought forward for Council’s consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.

Approved Zoning Amendments – Council approved two zoning amendments. 1) To permit residential development at south side of Derry Road between Thompson Road and Fourth Line having met the conditions detailing woodlot dedication. 2) Draft plan approval and zoning amendment for mixed use plan of subdivision including 109 residential units, employment lands, open space south of Hwy 401, east of James Snow Parkway interchange.

Denied Zoning Amendments – Council denied two proposed zoning amendments in the Ninth Line corridor. 1) Temporary Use bylaw to permit parking of motor vehicles and outdoor storage at 5768 Nine Line. 2) Official plan amendment and zoning amendment to permit service station, car wash, and drive-through restaurant at 5768 Ninth Line.

Rotary Park – The Town is constructing a pedestrian bridge in Rotary Park to connect the park to the Jaycee Trail, adjacent to the Mill Pond. The 7-week project will begin in March.
