Special Recognition -. Peter Honeyborne was recognized for his service on the Milton Public Library Board.

Proclamations –. October 27 – November 11th is the Remembrance Campaign. November 12 –18 is English As A Second Language Week.

Remembrance Day – Remembrance Parades will be held Sunday, November 5th at 1:45 pm at the Haltonville Soldiers’ Memorial and Sunday November 12th leaving from the Legion at 1:30pm for the 2 pm service at Victoria Park Cenotaph.  A brief service will also be held at the Cairn in Evergreen Cemetery at 11 am on November 11th.

25th Anniversary Mayor’s Legacy Fund – Leslie McLaren and Joyce Hagevik from the Chamber of Commerce presented Mayor Krantz with a cheque for $127,700.90, proceeds from the special dinner & fund to recognize his service to the community. Mayor Krantz indicated that he had chosen two worthy causes to benefit from this Fund: Milton District Hospital and Milton Heights Trails.

Milton District Hospital – Foundation Chairman Kim Mason and other members of the Foundation and Board received a cheque for $64,000 towards the purchase of a CT Scanner for the Hospital. 

Milton Heights Trails - Wendy Schau, Chair, and other members of the Trails Advisory Committee received a cheque for $63,700.90 (to be topped with interest) for the development of trails within the Milton Heights area.

150th Anniversary Update – Karin Muller, Chair of the Master Committee, provided Council with an update of the Celebrations planned for 2007 and introduced Michelle Job and Rose Brooks, winners of the contest to design the mascot “Milly the Millstone” and theme “Celebrating Our Roots.” Vice Chair Kevin Brackley announced a signature event would be announced shortly.
25th Anniversary Mayor’s Legacy Fund – In 2005 the Milton Chamber of Commerce established this fund recognizing Mayor Krantz’s service to Milton and raising $127,000. Mayor Krantz determined the Fund would contribute to two causes:

Milton District Hospital – Foundation Chairman Kim Mason, HHS CEO John Oliver, and HHS Board Chair Murray Payton accepted a cheque for $64,000 for the MDH CT Scan campaign. 

Milton Heights Trails – Chair Wendy Schau and other members of the Trails Advisory Committee accepted a cheque for $63,000 (to be topped with interest) for the development of trails within the Milton Heights area.

150th Anniversary Update – Chair Karin Muller provided Council with an update of the Celebrations planned for 2007.

All-way Stop – Council received a report indicating that an all-way stop at Woodward Avenue & Joyce Boulevard was not warranted at this time.

Crossing Guards – Council authorized a minimum three-hour daily pay for school crossing guards as part of the 2007 Operating Budget.

Joint Board Hearing – Council authorized that the legal fund be increased by $42,000 should the Joint Board Hearings for Central Milton Holdings continue.

Slots Dollars – Milton received $1,480.813 as the third quarter payment from the OLG Slots, bringing the grand total to $42,800,154.

Tree Planting Initiative – Council received a report recommending against a Town sponsored Tree Planting program on private lands while recognizing the importance of tree planting standards on town lands and new development lands.

Community Park Master Plan Update – Council received a report recommending that the Master Plan for the Community Park south of the Milton Sports Centre be refined to reflect changing community interests and needs. Detailed designs will be available for review in 2007 for construction in 2008.

Energy Management – Council approved continued participation in the Mayor’s Megawatt Challenge looking at ways to improve energy efficiency and conservation within its facilities.

Reciprocal Agreement – Council approved a reciprocal Agreement as negotiated between the Halton District School Boards and Area Municipalities recognizing the shared use of their indoor & outdoor facilities. Further the agreement endorses the Community School Consultation Committee,, planning for future shared use facilities, and work to finalize the reconciliation of dollars.

Service Club agreements – Council authorized an agreement with the Kinsmen Club and the Lions Club regarding use of the Boyne Community Centre and Lions Club Hall.

Town Signs – Council authorized staff to explore opportunities to increase the number of Town Signs. Due to deterioration, the Town sign at Main Street/Ontario Street is scheduled for replacement with mobile signs provided during the construction.

Community Hall Fees – Council authorized a pilot project to reduce rental fees at the Milton Lions Club Hall and the Nassagaweya Community Centre by 50%, monitoring use and satisfaction.

Traffic Signals – The temporary traffic signals at Britannia Road & Fourth Line will remain until permanent signals are installed.

Chudleigh Way – Council approved renaming a portion of Escarpment Way south of James Snow Parkway to Chudleigh Way.

Official Plan – Council received an Update Report on the Official Plan Review with information on the first Public Open House held June 29th. The 12-18 month review will continue in 2007.

Public Meetings – Council held two statutory public meetings: 1) Proposed Official Plan & Zoning By-law amendments by Octavian Meadows Estates to add additional commercial/retail uses on the north side of Maple Avenue, south of Hwy. 401 east of the Galaxy Theatre.. 2) Official Plan and Zoning By-law Amendments by Trenwith Investments to permit development of a retail/commercial centre (Sobeys Foods) at the northwest corner of Bronte Road & Derry Road. Once all comments have been received, a report will be brought forward for Council’s consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department. These applications will also be considered within the context of Milton’s Retail Commercial Policies.

Interim Muzzle Order Appeal – As the Provincially mandated review panel, the Administration & Planning Committee denied the appeal by owners Frank & Dianne Thiele, owners of the dog Brandy.

Brookville Golf Course – The report regarding this application for a zoning amendment was deferred pending further information & water taking permits from the Ministry of the Environment and Conservation Halton.

Zoning Amendments – Council approved four Zoning Amendment applications. 1) By First Gulf Development to permit an extension to the Crossroads Centre at the southeast corner of Steeles and Hwy 401. 2) By the Ontario Realty Corporation to lease lands for the storage of vehicles on the North Hydro Corridor Lands adjacent to the Toronto Auto Auction. 3) By Mattamy Brownridge to permit a commercial centre, commercial school, and ‘live work’ units at the southeast corner of Derry Road and Holly Avenue. 4) By RioCan to permit a financial office & drive through service (CIBC) at the north east corner of Thompson Road & Steeles Avenue.

Pristine Power – After waiving Rules of Procedure, Council unanimously passed two resolutions: 1) That the Ministry of Environment grant an extension to January 28, 2007 for comments on the Environmental Assessment report prepared by Pristine Power. 2) That the Town of Milton advise the Ontario Power Authority that it does not support the proposal from Pristine Power.
