MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau  (August 7th Meeting)

Proclamations – September 3-9th is Halton Pride Week. September 15-22 is Legion Week. September 20th is National Family Dinner Night.

Graffiti Removal – Council directed staff to work with the Halton Regional Police and the Milton Mayor’s Youth Advisory Council to develop and implement policies and procedures to remove graffiti on Town property.

Boulevard Parking – Responding to visibility & safety concerns, Council approved a by-law to prohibit parking on boulevards/paved driveway aprons within 50m of intersections and 3m of the curb line.

James Snow Parkway – James Snow Parkway is now open from Main Street to Derry Road.

TransCanada – the Ministry of the Environment has denied Milton’s request for additional environmental assessments relating to the TransCanada/Halton Hills Generating Station. 

COMRIF Funding – Milton’s application for funding for the portion of Lower Base Line between Regional Road 25 and Fourth Line-Henderson Bridge has been declined and this project has been removed from the 2007 budget.

Milton District High School Reunion – Council granted an exemption to the Noise By-law on September 8th until 12pm midnight. 

All-Way Stop – Council approved an all-way stop at Kennedy Circle and Bennett Boulevard.

Fourth Line Nassagaweya – A granular sealing product has been applied to a portion of this roadway south of 15 Sideroad to test its ability to provide a dust-free hard surface and reduce pot holes.

Puslinch Townline – Work continues to upgrade this road with additional gravel to be added to the surface in September to form the base for surface treatment paving in July 2008.

Rural Streetlights – Designs for installation of streetlights at the intersections of Campbellville Road at Twiss Road and First Line Nassagaweya are underway for construction this fall.

GTA West Corridor – Council directed staff to notify the ministry of Transportation (MTO) that Milton has a direct interest in the Environmental Assessment procedures relating to the GTA West Corridor.

Census Data – Census Canada has released information from the 2006 census relating to age and sex structure. It shows that in Halton, Milton averages the youngest population (median 34.4) and the highest percentage of those under 4 and between 20-35. Further census breakouts are expected in September.

By-law Amendments – Council approved a zoning amendment to permit development of an industrial plan of subdivision between Hwy. 401 and Campbellville Road east of Regional Road 25 subject to draft plan approval by Halton Region. 

Public Meeting – Council held a statutory public meeting for a proposed Zoning Amendment by Loganbrook Holdings to permit the development of 40 Live Work Units on the northeast corner of Derry Road and Thompson Road. Once all comments have been received, a report will be brought forward for Council’s consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.

Public Hearing – Council upheld the Interim Muzzle Order by the Animal Control Officer and denied the appeal by Peter Mishos for the Shepherd/Labrador-cross dog.

Honda Dealership – Council received Site Plans for this development at Martin Street and Steeles Avenue.

Solid Waste Collection – Peter Crockett, Commissioner of Planning & Public Works for the Region of Halton, presented a report on Municipal Solid Waste Collection. If three of four Halton municipalities representing 50% of the population affirm the proposed Regional By-law (presented to Regional Council in September 2007) this program will commence in January 2008. Further information, including costs will be presented in the fall.

Tree Watering – During this dry weather, residents are asked to water street trees at least twice a week according to Region water restrictions.

Slots Revenue – Milton has received $1,487,694 representing a quarterly payment from OLG Slots Mohawk, bringing the Town’s revenue to a total of $47,036,729. This revenue will support capital projects in the 2008 budget.

Program Registration – Registration for fall & winter recreation programs will commence on August 24th for residents, and August 28th for non-residents. The Community Services Guide (now available) and the Town website contain further information.
