MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau (December 17th, Meeting)

Proclamations: January 20th is World Religion Day in Milton.
2008 Budget – In a recorded vote, Council approved the 2008 Capital & Operating Budgets as recommended through December’s Budget Committee meetings.

Theatre Camp – Following a delegation expressing concern, Council direct staff to review how the Theatre Camp, removed from the 2008 Budget, could be accommodated in some form.

Presentations: Milton Mayor’s Youth Advisory Council members Matt Kerwin and Christina Bartold addressed Council regarding the mission, membership, meetings, activities and growth of MMYAC.

Annual Reports – Council received 2008 Annual Reports from the 150th Anniversary Master Committee, Milton Downtown Business Improvement Area, Transit Advisory Committee, Milton Mayor’s Youth Advisory Council, Community Services Advisory Committee, Milton Accessibility Advisory Committee, Milton Trails Advisory Committee, Town Hall Expansion Steering Committee, Milton Community Emergency Planning Committee and Milton Economic Development Advisory Committee. These reports are available on the Town website.

Interim Taxes – Council approved the due dates for Interim Taxes as follows: Program I Interim-monthly and Arrears Plan on February 1, March 3, April 1, May 1 and June 2, 2008; Program II Interim-due Date Plan on February 28 and April 30, 2008.

Eco-Tech Village Trademark – Council received a report acknowledging Milton’s registration of Eco-Tech Village as a registered trademark.

Public Hearing – The scheduled Hearing on Development Charges Complaint filed by Trinity Development Group was deferred upon their request.

Transit Service Agreement – Council approved entering into a Service Contract Agreement with Oakville Transit to assist in the administration of this service utilizing the Town of Milton fleet.

GST Reduction on User fees – Staff reported on the reduction of User Fees to reflect the reduction in the Federal GST effective January 1st.

Grow Operations Protocol – Council approved the Protocol between Police Services and partners within the Region related to the inspection of Grown Operations as mandated under Provincial Legislation. The need for education regarding the safety and costs to persons & property were highlighted. 

Plan for the Gap – Following extensive consultation with the Public and Committee consultation, Council supported Dufferin Aggregates Milton Quarry “Plan for the Gap” which recommends phased-in planting, terraces, and natural regeneration to fill in the visible “Gap” in the Escarpment.

20 Sideroad – The Region has approved road realignment to the north to mitigate the bend in 20 Sideroad west of First Line Nassagaweya at a cost of approximately $2.56 million.

Road Closure – Thompson Road South will be closed between Nipissing Road and Childs Dive from 7am Saturday, January 19th to 7pm Sunday, January 20th to facilitate installation of a major storm sewer.
