MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau  (September 24th Meeting)

Proclamations – October 5-13 is Fire Prevention Week. October 24th is Child Care Worker & Early Childhood Educator Appreciation Day. November 18-25 is Restorative Justice Week.

Special Recognition – Mayor Krantz presented Joyce Hayward with the Government of Ontario Senior of the Year award and a lifetime pass on Milton transit. The Mayor presented AMCTO Membership Service Awards to Linda Leeds, Troy McHarg, and Jennifer Reynolds recognizing their service to the Town.

Hi-Speed Internet – Council authorized Staff to sign the Rural Broadband Funding Agreement with the Province following the Town’s successful application for partial funding for rural broadband service. Six proposals to provide this service were received by the Town. A recommendation will be presented to the October 22nd meeting of Council. 

Telecommunications Towers – Council received a draft report on a policy for Telecommunication Towers wishing to locate within Milton, including a Public meeting to receive comments on this policy tentatively scheduled for October 22nd. 

Bell Tower – The Town received a report indicating that Bell Mobility has contracted an alternative site on private property north of Brookville for its proposed Cell Tower and is no longer considering a site within the Brookville Works Yard. Bell further indicated that it would be holding a public information meeting in the future regarding this newly identified site prior to its application to the Federal Government.

Historic Designation – Council recommended designating 16 Hugh Street as historical and architectural significant under the Heritage Act subject to the 30-day objection period.

Annual Report – Council received a draft of the 2006 Annual Report for the Town, which will be distributed as well as posted on the Town website.

Churchill Estates – Speaking to a report, residents of Churchill Estates identified concerns with outstanding issues within this subdivision. The Engineering Department will work to resolve these issues prior to proposing assumption of the subdivision.

Human Resource Staff Planning Report – Council received a report indicating future staffing requirements and was directed to consider a 2008 capital project to complete a comprehensive human resource short term and long term plan. Staff was directed to include four fire fighter/technician positions for consideration in the 2008 budget. 

Waste Management – Council was advised that the Region has passed a new waste management program without further municipal consultation. The program will come into effect 

April 7th 2008 and will include weekly blue box and bi-weekly garbage collection. It will also introduce the GreenCart program for food waste.

Air Monitoring – Council was advised that the Region has hired two full time people to conduct air monitoring in the Hwy. 401 corridor.

Trails Advisory Committee – Sean Pinney has been appointed to the Milton Trails Advisory Committee.

Flu Shots – The Region’s Health Department will hold Immunization Clinics for Seniors (65+), Pregnant Women, and Health & Emergency Service worker in Milton on Wednesday, October 17th, 10 am – 2pm at the Seniors’ Activity Centre. Free drop-in clinics for other residents over 6 months of age will be held on Wednesday, November 7th at Milton District High School, 3:30-8pm, Wednesday November 28, 3:30-8pm at Bishop Reding Secondary, and Tuesday, December 11th, 4-8pm at Milton District High School. Other dates & locations are posted on the Region website. 

Mattamy Subdivision – This item was pulled from the approval of the Minutes of the Administration & Planning meeting to provide further discussion and information.
