MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau  (July 20th meeting)
New Address – Town Hall has a new street and mailing address following reconstruction: 150 Mary Street, Milton, Ontario, L9T 6Z5.
Meeting locations – All meetings of Council and Council committees are being held in the Milton Sports Centre until the reconstruction of Town Hall (and Council Chambers) is complete. 

Bill Mann – Council welcomed Bill Mann to the position of Director of Planning and Development.
Special Recognition – On behalf of the Corporate Service Department, Linda Leeds accepted the Distinguished Budget Presentation Award from the Government Finance Officers Association.
2010 Budget – Council received an initial presentation and comments as part of the pre-budget public consultation and priority discussion. 

Presentations – Killian Hobbs, Alley Hernandez and Rebecca Pilozo Melara presented a mid-term report on the activities of MYAC (Milton Youth Advisory Committee) including the Appreciation Breakfast and Canada Day’s Teen Zone.

St. Paul’s United Church – Geza Gasparde, Jean Lillie, Marcia Waldie, Don Clements, Laura Jeffrey and Bruce Carlin addressed Council on the issues concerning the St. Paul’s United Church building and potential site redevelopment. Through a Notice of Motion, Council supported in principle the future designation of all or part of the Church, continuing dialogue on development options, and potential financial support for continuing discussions.

Delegations – Gord Berry, Harry Brar, and Jagjit Singh Mangat addressed Council regarding the initial report on amendments to the Taxicab and Limousine Licensing By-Law 94-2004. This by-law will be considered at the next meeting of Council.
Rural Broadband – Council received the final report on the Rural Broadband Project supported through funding under the Ontario Rural Broadband Partnership Program ($480,000) and the Town of Milton ($93,623). Topography and signal interference continue to challenge traditional tower delivery in some rural areas. Xplornet (provider of 2/3 of the project cost) has agreed to provide a premium Satellite Internet package comparable to their Fixed Wireless “Zoom” package at $44.99/month and $99 installation through 2009. Installation before August 11th is free. Xplornet can be reached at 1-866-841-6001 or www.Xplornet.com.
Grants – Milton is eligible to receive $302,098 to fund replacement transit buses under the Ontario Bus Replacement Program.
Planet Kids – Council approved the use of Drumquin Park for a summer camp offered by Planet Kids.

Grant Application – Council approved supporting & coordinating an application to the Ministry of Health Healthy Community Fund Grant program for projects at EC Drury High School, Bishop Reding Catholic High School and Brookville Public School.
Municipal Performance Measurement Program – 2008 results were presented to Council (and available on the Town website) comparing the levels and cost of service in 30 areas of general government, fire, roadways, environment, parks & recreation, library and planning.

Road Resurfacing – Council awarded a $646,783 contract for resurfacing of portions of Clover Park Crescent, Mary Street, Hugh Street, Mill Street, Mackenzie Drive, Millside Drive, Lorne Scotts Drive, Pearen Avenue and Commercial Street.
Civic Operations Centre – Council awarded a $593,000 contract for Architectural Engineering Design & Construction Administration of Phase 1 of the Civic Operations Centre. 
Sand/Salt Domes – Council awarded a $2,624,583 contract to supply and construct sand & salt domes as part one of the new Civic operations Centre on Regional Road 25. 
All-Way Stop –Council approved an all-way stop at Kennedy Circle and Philbrook Drive.
Quarterly Reports – Council received the second quarter reports from Municipal Law Enforcement and Planning & Development. 

Hydro Property – Council approved transferring a 6.4 acre property at the southwest corner of Main Street & Fifth Line to Milton Hydro for relocation of their facility.

By-law Officer – Council approved hiring Sean Elliott as a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer effective July 20th.

Heritage Designation – Following the application of Heritage Milton, Council supported recognizing the property at 6588 as being of historical and architectural significance. If there are no objections within 30-days, this by-law will be brought to Council.

Approved Zoning Amendments – Following consultation and Technical reports, Council approved a zoning By-law Amendments for Mattamy (Brownridge) to permit the development of a residential plan of subdivision 194 units of single detached and back-to-back townhouses on the east side of Tremaine Road south of Derry Road following the removal of the Stelumar House Plant. 
Arts & Entertainment Centre and Central Library – Council appointed an Advisory Committee for construction of this facility to consist of Mayor Krantz and members of the Community Services Standing Committee (Mike Boughton, Jan Mowbray, Wendy Schau, Barry Lee and Rick Day) along with the Senior Management Team, the Manager of Facilities and the Chief Librarian.
Heritage Milton Logo – Council approved a new logo for Heritage Milton.
