MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau (June 22 & 29 meetings)
New Address – Town Hall has a new street and mailing address following reconstruction: 150 Mary Street, Milton, Ontario, L9T 6Z5.
Meeting locations – All meetings of Council and Council committees are being held in the Milton Sports Centre until the reconstruction of Town Hall (and Council Chambers) is complete. 

Mel Iovio – Upon his retirement, Council thanked Mel Iovio for his valued contribution as Director of Planning and Development. 

Special Recognition – Del Oxford was recognized for his valued contribution on the Community Services Advisory Committee.
Infrastructure Grants – The Provincial and Federal governments announced that grants totalling $29.6 million were approved for two Milton projects: 1) expansion of the Milton Sports Centre; 2) The Milton Arts & Entertainment Centre and Central Library. (Note: Further Grants totalling $3,965,466 were just received for the rehabilitation of the John Tonelli Sports Centre and the Nassagaweya Tennis Courts. The Region received grants of $10.6 million for the widening of Tremaine Road between Derry Road and Main Street in Milton.
Sustainable Halton – Council approved Option 2C as the preferred Growth Option to be recommended for Regional Council consideration, including the ten items adopted in Milton’s First Principles of Growth.

Development Charges – Council approved a new Development Charges by-law.

Committee Appointments – Council approved the appointment of Renee Bergeron to the Committee of Adjustment, Lorraine Dennis to Heritage Milton and Sharon Deery to the Community Services Advisory Committee.
Trail Connections – Council approved two trail connections to permit direct access to key destinations. 1) Reconstruction of the current walkway off Child’s Drive; 2) an east/west pedestrian connection between Ledwith Drive and Ontario Street.

FIT – To coordinate the construction of Grant projects, Council approved a Facilities Infrastructure Implementation Team (FIT) consisting of 11 key staff personnel.

Property Sale – Council declared the southwest corner of Main Street and Fifth Line as surplus to permit the sale of this land to Milton Hydro.

Milton Education Village – Council received a Strategic Directions Report on the Milton Education Village Research Park and authorized staff to pursue the development of a business plan for a green/clean technology incubator and to pursue any available funding. 
Mohawk Development - Council approved the Minutes of Settlement on a Zoning Appeal to be presented to the Ontario Municipal Board and for staff to enter into a Tree Compensation Agreement with minor changes prior to Board Approval to permit a golf course, 10-storey Hotel Facility, Villas and Ancillary Uses on the property adjacent to Mohawk Racetrack.
Community Fund – Upon the recommendations of the Community Services Advisory Committee (CSAC), Council approved the following allocations from the Milton Community Fund:  $8989 To Lorne Scots Milton Army Cadet Corps; $961 to the Combined Probus Club of Milton; $5300 to the Fine Arts Society of Milton; $1833 to Hornby Cooperative Nursery School; $4252 to Milton Lions Club; $7800 to Milton & District Horticultural Society; $9896 to Milton Concert Band; $7856 to Milton Marlin Swim Team; $2500 to Milton Santa Claus Parade Committee; $13,281 to Milton Soccer Academy; $7974 to Milton Speed Skating; $16,251 to Milton Youth Soccer Club; $4770 to North Halton Girls Hockey Association; $35,051 to Ontario Electric Railway Historical Association; $6700 to Ontario Steam & Antique Preservers Association; $7598 to Stags Basketball Club. Travel grants were awarded to swimmers Alex Davis, $544; Andrew Scarffe, $430; Brent Burke $710; Chris Leeder, $694; Colin Scarf, $694; Colm Whitford, $694; Connor Lewis, $194; Emily Morris, $202; John Swan, $694; Paul Zielinski, $694; Sarah Gillard, $694; Quincy Tyler Brozo, $641; and to gymnast Heather Sadler, $750. $106,770 remains in the Fund for allocation this fall; application deadline is October 5th. 
Sign By-law – Council approved a new sign by-law with provisions including limits of location & colours on portable signs and size, number & designs on electronic signs. The by-law is available on the Town website.
Front Yard Fencing – Council received a report on front (or back) yard fencing and will report back with options to address these concerns, particularly as they affect homes located on Main Street between Maple Avenue and Thompson Road.

Rear Yard Fencing – Council endorsed a proposal that allows for a developer to provide a wood privacy fence for residents requesting this fence on the east side of Bronte Street South between Vanier Drive and Derry Road West.
Laurier Avenue ‘Park’ – Council was advised that the French School Board is negotiating the purchase of the Halton District School Board property adjacent to John Tonelli Arena; according to Provincial regulations, this offer would take priority over the Town’s interest.

All-Way Stops – Council approved an all-way stop at the intersection of Costigan Road and Miller Way (Bruce Trail Public School).

No-Parking Zones – Council approved temporary no-parking zones in the vicinity of the Milton Fair Grounds on July 1st, September 4th-7th, and September 25th-27th to facilitate emergency vehicles that might be required on Canada Day, Steam Era Weekend, and the Milton Fall Fair. Following road reconstruction, parking will be prohibited on both sides of Queen Street from Hugh Street to Charles Street, the south side of Parkway Drive west of Thomas Street, the inside of Maplewood Crescent from Parkway Drive to Williams Avenue, and both sides of Bronte Street South from Main Street East to Derry Road.
Crossing Guard – Council approved adding a crossing guard on Bronte Street between King and Barton Streets.

Mattamy Building – Council authorized staff to consider relocation & new-use of the Mattamy Stelumar facility currently located on Tremaine Road south of Derry. (Note: this facility has since been purchased by a private company.) 
Heritage Permits – Council approved a new doorway and gated entrance into the courtyard of Town Hall and a new entrance, porch & garage at 360 Pine Street.

Public Meetings –Council held one statutory Public Meetings: by 1780390 Ontario Inc. to add a bank use to the permitted uses at 433 Steeles Avenue at Ontario Street. Once all comments have been received, a report will be brought forward for Council’s consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.

Approved Zoning Amendments – Following consultation and Technical reports, Council approved two zoning By-law Amendments: 1) by Cancast Inc. to permit development of six four-storey condominium apartment buildings (312 apartments) and club house on the southwest corner of Main Street and Sinclair Boulevard; 2) by Alemelia Enterprises Inc. to permit a banquet facility, catering Service and associated office at 121 Chisholm Drive (formerly Hot Rods).
