MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau (March 30th meeting)
New Address – Town Hall has a new street and mailing address following reconstruction: 150 Mary Street, Milton, Ontario, L9T 6Z5.
Certificate of Recognition – The Mayor and Chief Ellsworth acknowledged Firefighter Jay Rosewell’s certificate of recognition from the city of Mississauga for his outstanding efforts although off-duty.
Proclamations – May is Multiple Sclerosis Month. May 4-8 is Physician Appreciation Week.
Presentations – The Region of Halton presented the Children’s Report Card (available on the Region’s website) outlining the health and well-being of children by geographic area in Halton and invited residents to a Youth Forum on at the Milton Sports Arena on May 4th.
Meeting locations – All meetings of Council and Council committees will be held in the Milton Sports Centre until the reconstruction of Town Hall (and Council Chambers) is complete. 

Community Fund – Council approved new guidelines and application process for the 2009 Milton Community Fund with deadlines for application on April 7th and October 5th. Travel support can be considered at any time; Kevin Iwasa-Madge was awarded $1,000 and Bobby Filman awarded $750 to compete in the National Wrestling Championships. Information on the Fund is available through the Town website.

Tax Payments – Council authorized a 12 month (vs. 10 month) pre-paid tax instalment program for the 2010 taxation year.
Council Remuneration - Council received a statement of remuneration of expenses for members of Council and the Committee of Adjustment as required by the Municipal Act.

Land Transfer – Council approved an exchange of property with Westpen Properties to facilitate a future grade separation under the railway tracks on Main Street east of Ontario Street.
Ward Boundary Review – Council approved a report establishing eight wards with one elected local representative each, two regional representatives elected among four wards each, and a mayor elected from all eight wards beginning with the election in November 2010, pending a 45 day appeal period. This report outlining boundaries is available on the Town website.
First Capital Commercial – Council approved a Site Plan application at the northwest corner of Derry & Bronte Road); staff will work with resident to address concerns with lighting and noise.

Graffiti Policy – Council approved a by-law to prohibit graffiti on private property and requiring owners and/or occupiers of the property to remove graffiti.
Development Charges – Council deferred the indexing of current development charges pending a new by-law to take effect July 1st.
Major Purchases – Council authorized three buses for $182,400; Memorial Ice Slab Replacement for $942,200; Hydro Pole relocate for $97,763; additional Fourth Line Nassagaweya reconstruction work $133,000.

Ontario Heritage Act – Council approved a list of properties of cultural heritage value or interest as required by the Act; these properties are not necessarily ‘designated’ properties, but only those of interest.
Earth Hour – Council approved Milton’s participation in the Earth Hour Challenge on March 21st.
School Zone – Council approved a 40km/h school zone speed limit on Martin Street between Margaret Street to north of Woodward Avenue, extending the hours from 8am to 6:30pm due to after school programs, Monday through Friday between September 1st and June 30th. 
No Parking – Due to on-going construction, Council extended the no-parking restrictions in the vicinity of the Town Hall construction to September 30th. 
New Fire Station – Council approved the concept design plan for Fire Station #4 at the corner of James Snow parkway & Waldie Avenue.

50-m Pool – Although participation in the Pan Am Games will not be pursued, Council continues a dialogue with neighbouring municipalities for a shared pool facility; the Sports Centre study will also determine programming & facilities Centre’s expansion.

Fireworks By-Law – Council approved a by-law regulating the sale, storage, display and discharge of fireworks. Permits are now required through the Fire Department.
Street Name & Address Review – Council approved the designation of Campbellvillle Road from Dubin Line to Milburough Line. Affected property owners will be notified. Compensation is available at $50 for residences and $100 for businesses.
Intensification/Infill Study – Council endorsed the terms for a Request for Proposal for an Intensification/Infill Study in urban Milton.
Retirement – Mel Iovio, Director of Planning, announced his retirement effective the end of August.
Denied Zoning Amendment – A staff review that would permit a zoning by-law amendment to permit a day nursery at 350 Ontario Street South by Julia, Julius and Angela Zammit was not approved.
Approved Zoning Amendments – Following consultation and technical reports, Council approved the following: 1) By ZAG Properties for a zoning by-law amendment to permit retail/commercial uses at 8521 Escarpment Way (Regional Rd. 25 north of Hwy. 401). 4) ZAG Properties for a zoning by-law amendment for motor vehicle dealership, gas bar, restaurant, and convenience store at 8611 Escarpment Way. 
Public Meetings –Council held two statutory Public Meetings: 1)By Mattamy Development Corporation for a zoning amendment to permit the development of a mixed use residential plan of subdivision for 1257 units (single family, town house, semi-detached) with elementary school, village square & park east of First Line (Bronte Street) south of the Hospital including potential use of a historic designated home.  2) By the Town of Milton for amendments to the Comprehensive Zoning By-law regarding residential driveways & landscaping, definition of Public Lands, and parking requirements.  Once all comments have been received, a report will be brought forward for Council’s consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.

Program Registrations – Summer Camp and Program registration is now open through the Internet, telephone, Leisure Centre and Sports Centre. 

Spring Clean-up – Milton Makeover April 17th; Nassagaweya Roadside Clean-up April 25th. Large item drop-off in the rural area has been replaced with the Region’s large item pickup program; check the Region’s website for dates & restrictions.
