MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau (Sept. 28 meeting)
New Address – Town Hall has a new street and mailing address following reconstruction: 150 Mary Street, Milton, Ontario, L9T 6Z5.
Meeting Locations – The October 26th meeting of Council will be the last meeting held at the Milton Sports Centre.  Town Hall Opening – The expanded and renovated Town Hall official opening ceremonies will be held Thursday, October 29 with presentations at 4:45pm followed by a reception at 5:30pm.

Walk of Fame – The Walk of Fame unveiling ceremonies will be held at Town Hall at 7 pm on October 29th recognizing the 2007 inductees and seven new members.
Sustainable Halton – Ron Glenn, Director of Planning Services, and Ho Wong, Chief Planning Official, presented the report on Proposed Amendment No. 30 to the Region’s Official Plan, saying that Region and Town Planners were close to agreement on key issues regarding Sustainable Halton policies. Key dates: deadline for written comments on November 12; Statutory Public Meeting December 2; Consideration by Regional Council on December 16. 
Remembrance Day –The Haltonville (15 Sideroad & Guelph Line) Parade will be held on November 1st at 1:45pm; The Milton parade to Victoria Park marches from the Legion at 1:30pm on November 8th. The traditional Parade at the Evergreen Cemetery will be held on November 11th at 11 am.
Notice of Motion – Council endorsed a resolution requesting the Province of Ontario designate Giant Hogweed as a noxious weed under the Weed Control Act.
Official Plan Review – Council approved releasing the preliminary draft of Milton’s Official Plan Review for public consultation.
Waste Drop-off Day – Halton Region will hold a household hazardous waste and electronic waste drop-off day on Saturday, October 31st, 9am to 2pm in the Mohawk Racetrack Parking lot. A full list of acceptable materials is available at www.halton.ca, or call 905-825-6000, 1-866-442-5866.
Committee Logos – Council approved new identifiers (logos) for the Accessibility Advisory Committee, Trails Advisory Committee, Transit Advisory Committee and Youth Advisory Committee.

Quarterly Reports – Council received Second Quarter report from Community Services, Engineering Services and the Fire Department. These reports are available on the Town website.
Milton Transit - Council received the 2010 Transit Operating Plan with impacts to be considered as part of the 2010 Budget; options include service enhancements and fare increases. October 13-16 is Passenger Appreciation Week which includes free transit on October 16th.
Country Heritage Park – Council endorsed the Master Plan for Country Heritage Park as presented by General Manager Reg Cressman; this Plan was also recently approved by the Niagara Escarpment Commission and should help insure the financial stability of the Park.

Derry Green Corporate Business Park – Council directed staff to release the draft of the Derry Green Corporate Business Park Secondary Plan for public review. This area, east of James Snow Parkway south of Hwy. 401, will serve as a gateway to the urban area with corporate offices and other prestige uses and is expected to employ approximately 17-18,000 people.
Ninth Line Boundary Review – Subject to approval of the Regions of Halton & Peel and the City of Mississauga, Council accepted an independent consultant’s report recommending compensation of $2M should the lands east of Hwy. 407 be transferred to Mississauga.

User Fees – Council approved raising the majority of user fees by 2%.

Infrastructure Contracts – Council endorsed the staff FIIT (Facilities Infrastructure Implementation Team) recommendation approving four contract positions (approximately $230,750) to oversee & administer the five approved infrastructure grant programs that must be completed by March 31, 2011, the 16 Hugh Lane construction which must be completed by March 31, 2010 and support the construction of Fire Station #4 and the Civic Operations Centre. The tendered contracts will include Project Manager, Arts, Entertainment & Central Library Facility; Municipal Approvals Expeditor; Budget Analyst; Purchasing & Risk Analyst.
Road Resurfacing – Council approved $96,910 to resurface King Street from Bell Street to Hugh Street and Bell Street from Main St. to King Street financed from the savings in the 2009 budget due to favourable asphalt prices.
Street Name Changes – In Phase 3 of the Street Renaming program, Council approved the following changes: 30 Sideroad west of First Line Nassagaweya to the Nassagaweya-Puslinch Townline becomes an extension of the existing Arkell Road; Nassagaweya-Puslinch Townline from 17 Sideroad north to the dead end becomes Midway Lane; Nassagaweya-Puslinch Townline from 10 sideroad north to the dead end becomes Darkwood Road; 3 Sideroad from Appleby Line to the dead end west of Guelph Line becomes Limestone Road; Walkers Line south of Campbell Avenue E to the dead end becomes Canyon Road; Fourth Line from Harwood Drive north to the dead end at the CPR Tracks becomes Cedar Hedge Road. The Town will notify utilities and residents are eligible for up to $50 in compensation.
Community Fund – As recommended by CSAC (Community Services Advisory Committee), Council approved travel grants of $540 to Allie Schmidt and $440 to Gail Schmidt to attend the Canadian Pony Club National Quiz in B.C. and $5446 to the Milton Chinese Arts Society. $108,703 remains in the 2009 Fund; application deadline was Oct. 5.
Oak Street – Following additional study, Oak Street will remain open to two-way traffic. 

Mayor’s Golf Tournament – This annual tournament raised $149,265 for the United Way.

Olympic Torch Relay – Milton has been chosen as one of 1,000 Canadian communities to host the Olympic Flame on its way to Vancouver, expected to arrive in Milton on December 19 (Day 51) at 8:30am and depart at 9:15am.
Milton Education Village – President Dr. Max Blouw and Senior Advisor Dr. David Docherty of Wilfred Laurier University presented an update on initiatives to bring a campus to Milton and announced a design charette to be held on October 28th to consider visions for the campus. President Blouw also announced a Laurier in Milton Lecture Series consisting of a free monthly presentation by WLU on a variety of topics to begin this fall.
Proclamations – October is Child Abuse Prevention Month and Lupus Awareness Month; October 21 is Child Care Worker & Childhood Education Appreciation Day; October 25-31 is Epidermolysis Bullosa Awareness Week;  November 14-22 is Restorative justice Week; November 14th is Diabetes Day; November 9-15 is English as a Second Language Week; November is Crohn’s and Colitis Month.
