MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau (June 28th meeting)
Special Recognition – Michael Ledwith was recognized as Milton’s 2010 Senior of the Year, with the award being accepted on his behalf by his son Peter and daughter Ellen.
Derry Green Business Park – Following the Public Meeting of June 14th, Council approved the Derry Green Corporate Business Park Secondary Plan for the lands East of James Snow Parkway, south of Hwy. 401 which will accommodate 17,000 - 18,000 employees with servicing in the fall of 2011; staff was further directed to bring recommendations on the Financial Plan and any modifications of the Secondary Plan back to Council for final approval. 

Boyne Survey – Council approved the Boyne Survey Secondary Plan for the 958 hectares from Louis St. Laurent Ave. to Britannia Road, between Tremaine Road and James Snow Parkway, anticipated to accommodate 50,000 people and related employment beginning in 2013; staff was further directed to bring the Financial Plan and any modifications of the Secondary Plan back to Council for final approval.
Official Plan – Following extensive review and consultation, Council approved Official Plan Amendment 31 to be submitted to the Region of Halton for approval including an amendment recommending a one time minor rounding out of the Campbellville Hamlet within the Greenbelt Protected Countryside Area.
Milton Hospital – Following several delegations and a staff report, Council unanimously approved a Notice of Motion directing staff to investigate funding options with a commitment to provide a municipal contribution to assist Halton Healthcare Services in raising its Local Share for hospital expansion; further that consideration be given in the 2011 budget to establish a new Reserve Fund to initiate this contribution with consideration for a portion of this to be funded from OLG  Mohawk Slots revenue.

Surplus Lands – Council declared the unused road allowance (formerly Steeles Ave.) and the Given Road between Bell School Line and Tremaine Road as surplus to be advertised and offered for sale at fair market value; Council declared road allowance lands at Derry & Tremaine Roads as surplus and conveyed to the Region to facilitate the widening of Tremaine Road from two to four lanes.
Heritage Permit – Following a recommendation by Heritage Milton, Council approved demolition of the rear porch and removal of paint from the masonry at 58 Victoria Street built in 1886 for William Harrison.

By-law Enforcement – Council approved overtime costs to provide increased the hours of coverage for by-law enforcement after-hours and weekends.
Certificate of Occupancy – Council approved a by-law amendment providing for a Certificate of Occupancy and Associated fee.
Regional Roads – Council approved recommendations realigning regional/local roads designating Campbellville Road/Campbell Avenue West as a Regional Road from Guelph Line to the Hamilton boundary. (Truck traffic will continue to be restricted based on the condition of this roadway)
Access Agreement – Council approved an agreement with private property owners to facilitate preparation for the realignment of Main Street from Tremaine Road to Scott Blvd.

2011 Budget –The Budget Standing Committee of Council held a public consultation and discussion of priorities to begin the 2011 Budget considerations.
Park Name – Council approved naming a park in Milton as Optimist Park to recognize the contributions of the Optimist Club for community events and projects for over 42 years.
Wind Turbines – Council authorized a Memorandum of Understanding with Milton Hydro to consider placement of two vertical wind turbines on light standards in the parking lot of Milton Sports Centre conditional upon first holding an Open House to identify any issues regarding this pilot installation and Milton Hydro receiving approval from the Ontario Energy Board.

Community Centre & Tennis Courts – Council awarded the tender for $2,029,573.79 to DeFaveri Group Contracting Inc. for reconstruction of the Nassagaweya Tennis Courts and a community centre at Guelph Line & Hwy 401; construction for the courts is anticipated for August & September, followed by the construction of the building.

Main Street Realignment – Council approved a tender of $6,832,255.62 to Dufferin Construction for the realignment of Main Street from Tremaine Road to Scott Boulevard and James Snow Parkway access to Milton Fire Station No. 4; Main Street road design includes on-road bike lanes and pedestrian access to Bronte Street and a permanent multi-use pathway from Scott to Whitmer.

Temporary No-Parking – Council approved No-Parking zones in the vicinity of the Milton Fair Grounds on July 1st and September 3rd – 6th to accommodate safe access for Canada Day and Fall Fair activities.
Parking Considerations – Following consultation with residents, Council approved 15-hour Extended Parking on the west side of Scott Boulevard from Dymott Avenue to Schreyer Crescent. Council approved relocation of a Disabled On-Street Parking Space to Martin Street following the move of the Community Living North Halton offices. 

Louis St. Laurent – Council awarded the tender for the construction of Louis St. Laurent from Bronte Street to Regional Road 25 to Aecon Construction for $2,894,055.43.
Green Energy - Council approved a Memorandum of Understanding to permit Milton Hydro and staff to explore opportunities for Green Energy Generation at municipal buildings and properties.

Servicing Allocation – Council endorsed the Region’s recommendation for servicing allocation to permit construction of 1,100 homes.

16 Hugh Lane – With renovations nearly complete, Council approved designating the CAO as the authority to negotiate a lease agreement for the town-owned property at 16 Hugh Lane.

Financial Report – Council accepted the audited 2009 Financial Report for the Town of Milton presented by KPMG; this report is on the Town website.

Community Fund – Upon the recommendation of the Community Services Advisory Committee, Council approved the following grants from the 2010 Milton Community Fund: $5,587 to 2990 Lorne Scots Milton Army Cadet Corps; $11,085 to Air Cadets 820 Chris Hadfield Squadron; $5,000 to the Fine Arts Society of Milton; $1,382 to the Girl Guides 1st Campbellville Pathfinders; $13,560 to Milton Concert Presentations; $8,611 to the Milton Historical Society; $3,948 to Milton Majors Baseball; $450 to Milton Marlin Swim Team; $10,097 to Milton Soccer Academy; $14,851 to Milton Speed Skating; $17,425 to Milton Youth Soccer Club; $13,000 to Ontario Steam & Antique Preservers Association; $2,500 to St. John Ambulance; Travel Grants were awarded: $750 to Andrew Scarffe to compete in the Canada Cup in Montreal; $300 each to Chris Leeder, Colin Scarffe, Colm Whitford, Connor Lewis, Jack Whitford, Jade Lacsamana, Jason Lacsamana, John Swan, Rachel McCaig, Sarah Gillard, Scott Davis, Quincy Brozo to compete in the Long Course Swim Championships in Ottawa. $750 each to Chris Leeder, Colin Scarffe, Colm Whitford, John Swan, Paul Zielinski, Scott Davis, Quincy Brozo to compete in the Canadian Championships in Manitoba; $566 to Allie Schmidt and $616 to Gail Schmidt to participate in the Pony Club National Dressage in Kelowna B.C.. A total of $118,278 was awarded in the Spring round. $167,423 is available for fall applications with a deadline of 4:30pm on October 4th. The Milton Community Fund is supported by OLG Slots Revenue in the Milton Budget.
Arts & Entertainment Centre – Council approved the facility be named Milton Centre for the Arts and authorized the recruitment for the position of Manager, Arts & Culture. 

Arts Campaign Cabinet - Milton approved an Investment in the Arts Campaign to support the operational fees of this Centre with a campaign goal of $2.2 million. The Campaign Cabinet includes Wally Hunter, Mario Belvedere, Harvey Shoemaker, Janis Hodgins, Rose Brooks, Ton Carson, Stuart Charles and Mayor Krantz with staff support from Joy Anderson, Jennifer Reynolds, Linda Leeds and Marg Fraser. The Honourable Senator Betty Kennedy, O.C. was named as Honorary Chair.

Road tender – Council approved a tender of  $2,337,302.84 to Pave-Al for construction of the interior roadways connecting the Milton Leisure Centre, Memorial Arena, the Milton Centre for the Arts and Central Library.

Public Meetings – Council held two statutory Public Meetings on June 21st : 1) Proposed Housekeeping Amendments to the Zoning By-law including side yard fencing, hard surface parking in parks & rural zones, fencing of playing fields, shared parking with schools, disable parking, apartment balconies, farm produce outlets, privacy screening of decks; housekeeping amendments are intended to be minor in nature and to correct inconsistencies with intent or other by-laws. 2) Proposed Official Plan Amendment and Tertiary Plan by Milton Heights Landowners Group to permit residential and commercial development and intensification of lands in the Milton Heights Neighbourhood within the Sherwood Survey Secondary Plan. Approved Zoning Amendments – Following consultation and technical reports, Council approved two Zoning By-laws: 1) By Macdonell Properties to permit the full range of commercial uses on the properties located at 100, 150 & 190 Nipissing Road. 2) By Elkhorn for draft plan approval for Phase 2 of a subdivision permitting 39 townhouses and 14 semi-detached homes with acoustic fence between the storm water management pond and CN Rail.
