MILTON COUNCIL NOTES by Councillor Cindy Lunau (May 17th mtg)
Special Recognition – Janis Marshall was recognized for being named Children’s Librarian of the Year.

Milton Hospital – Halton Healthcare presented a report on the status of the proposed redevelopment of Milton District Hospital awaiting approval from the Provincial Government. A Notice of Motion requesting financial support from Council was tabled for consideration at the June 28th Council Meeting, allowing for the potential of community delegations.

Scott Neighbourhood Parks East and West – Council awarded a tender of $917,810.99 for construction of parks at 143 Scott Boulevard including a soccer field, trails, basketball court,  playground, splash pad, and covered shelter and at 351 Savoline Boulevard including trails, playground, covered shelter and naturalized areas.

Playground Equipment – Council authorized tenders to supply playground equipment for Harrison Neighbourhood Park, Coates Neighbourhood Park and Scott Neighbourhood Parks East & West.

Financial Statements – Council received Operating and Capital Financial Statements for April.

Milestone Reports – Council received updated Milestone Reports on construction of the Milton Sports Centre Expansion, 16 Hugh Lane, Nassagaweya Tennis Courts/Community Centre, and John Tonelli Sports Centre.  

Parking Restrictions – Council approved no-parking zones on Pine, Fulton, Mill and Elizabeth Streets for the Downtown Milton Street Festival on Saturday, June 5th.                             

Town Hall Art – Council authorized establishing a volunteer group through the Fine Arts Society of Milton to oversee the showcasing of local art in the Milton Room at Town Hall.

Quarterly Reports – Council received First Quarter reports from Community Services, Engineering Services, and the Fire Department.
Ontario Tire Stewardship Program – Council authorized Engineering Services to become a ‘collector’ under this Provincial program. As a registered ‘hauler’ the Town will save approximately $1500 in disposal fees as well as potential revenue from residents who can now drop off tires (maximum 4 per person.)

Water Supply – Council approved an agreement with Woodbine Entertainment Group to access water at Mohawk Racetrack for firefighting activities.

Louie St. Laurent Ave. - Council received  Milestone Report #1 on construction of this major road (Tremaine Rd. to Yates Blvd. south of Derry Road) including additional costs to place fill material in the road allowance in anticipation of a future CNR grade separation. 
Bruce Street Library – Council approved a Feasibility Study to determine future uses of the Bruce Street facility when the Library relocates to its new location in 2011, including assessment of the current building and community consultation.

Off Leash Park – Council received a report and authorized Leash Free Milton to continue to operate & maintain the current Dog Park; a second Off-leash Dog Park will be considered in future park developments.

Violence in the Workplace – Council approved a policy amending the Human Resources Manual including procedures for reporting and investigating incidents of violence.
Celebrate Campbellville Street Festival - Council approved a Noise By-law Exemption to permit music until midnight on Friday, June 18th; a street closure for a portion of Crawford Court is also approved.

Wage Adjustment – Council approved a 2% market adjustment for non-union employees in accordance with the 2010 budget and Corporate Policy. Members of Council were exempted from this adjustment.

Intensification/Infill Study – Council received a report with additional details on this study including required infrastructure costs, density & height bonuses, pre-zoning, and graduated height design for Main St.

Public Meetings – Council held two statutory Public Meetings: 1) the draft Boyne Survey Secondary Plan allowing for 50,000 in population and related employment from 2013–2021; 2) the draft Official Plan Amendments to conform to Provincial Policy. These reports will be brought forward for Council’s consideration on June 14th to meet Provincial deadlines. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.
Approved Zoning Amendments – Following consultation and technical reports, Council approved two Zoning By-laws: 1) By Mattamy Willmott to permit the development of a residential plan of subdivision with 1180 units at the northeast corner of Louis St. Laurent Ave. and Bronte Street conditional upon obtaining servicing allocation. 2) By Elkford Investments to permit a residential plan of subdivision for 236 dwelling units at First Line & Derry Road   conditional upon withdrawal of an OMB appeal.
Notices of Motion – Council heard, but denied, a motion to overturn a decision to prohibit parking on Queen Street. A motion to consider a requirement for voting was ruled Out of Order since this is a matter of Provincial legislation.
