Proclamations – October 3 – 9 is Fire Prevention Week. October 17-23 is Student Vote and Local Government Week. October 25-31 is Epidermolysis Bullosa Awareness week. October 27th is International Festival of Authors Day. October 29th – November 11th is the Poppy Remembrance Campaign. October is Child Abuse & Neglect Prevention month. October is Dog Tag Amnesty Month in the Town of Milton. 
2010 Municipal Elections – Advance polls are available Monday, Oct. 11th – Friday, Oct. 15th (10am to 6pm) at Hugh Foster Hall; Wednesday, Oct. 13th (10am – 6pm) at Campbellville Lions Club Hall; Saturday, Oct. 16th (10am to 6pm) at Milton Mall; Sunday, Oct. 17th (10am to 5pm) at Milton Mall. Monday, Oct. 25th is Election Day (10 am – 8pm). Check the Town website for more information including candidates, local poll locations, voter requirements and registration.

Special Recognition – The Town of Milton was recognized by the Provincial Government’s Showcase Ontario Awards of Excellence with the 2010 Merit Award and as Diamond Award finalist in the Green Technology category for innovative public sector initiative for the Town’s development of E-bids and Tenders. Milton was the only municipality to receive an award which has resulted in more bids & tenders being received, and future sales to other municipalities.
Land Transfer – Council agreed to transfer a portion of land to Halton Region for future road widening in conjunction with the new community facilities and Nassagaweya Tennis Club Courts currently under construction on Guelph Line north of Hwy. 401.

Performance Measurements – Council received the 2009 Municipal Performance Measurement Results as mandated by the Province’s Municipal Act. This report provides an assessment of comparable costs by year for delivering programs; it is available on the Town’s website.
Election vandalism – Council received a report outlining the enforcement of vandalism and theft of election signs; it is a crime and should be reported to the Halton Regional Police Service at 905-878-5511.
Milton Springers – Council approved an agreement with the Milton Springers Gymnastics Club for their facilities in the Milton Sports Centre.

Bike Lanes – Council approved a five-year bike lane implementation program to include on-street bike lanes through subdivision agreements and implementing on-street bike lanes on current roads pending budget approvals.  As a result of Delegations, Council added roads to be considered and heard cautions for safety concerns.

Transit – Council approved Milton Transit Service Design Standards supporting performance targets to be considered during the annual budget process.
Wind Turbines – Following public open houses, Council approved a Memorandum of Understanding with Milton Hydro to place two vertical wind turbines in the parking lot of the Milton Sports Centre, pending approval of the Ontario Power Authority; these vertical turbines will fit like sleeves on current poles, rather than the traditional wind-mill blades.  Council heard that provincial legislation supersedes Town regulations in approving green energy initiatives.

Parks Standards – Council approved a revised Engineering and Parks Standards Manual to consolidate information and provide additional standards for future parks.

Financial Statements – Council received Operating and Capital Financial Statements for August; these are available on the Town website.

Street Names – Council approved an additional bank of street names as submitted by members of the public & Heritage Milton and approved by Halton emergency services.

Approved Zoning Amendments – Following consultation and technical reports, Council approved two Zoning By-law amendments. 1) By Milton Cemetery Company to permit additional lands for cemetery use in the Milton Evergreen Cemetery; 2) By M. Durante Enterprises to for commercial uses on the lands at 1515 Mail Street. 

Public Meetings – Council held two statutory Public Meetings: 1)By Mattamy Southwest for a Zoning By-law amendment to permit a draft plan of subdivision for 412 single dwellings & townhouses north of Louis St. Laurent Avenue, west of the Railway tracks. 2) By Summerwood Estates for a Zoning By-law amendment to permit the development of an elementary school within a residential plan of subdivision. Once all comments have been received, a Technical Report will be brought forward for Council’s consideration. If you wish to comment or would like further information, contact the Town’s Planning Department.

Remembrance Day – Remembrance Day Parades will be held Sunday, Oct. 31st at 1:45pm at Haltonville Soldiers’ Memorial in Brookville and on Sunday, Nov. 7th, 1:30pm marching from the Legion to the Victoria Park Cenotaph. The traditional parade at the cairn in the Milton Evergreen Cemetery will be held on the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month (Nov. 11th, 11am) followed by a luncheon at the Legion Hall.

Dog Tags – Milton offers 2010 dog tags at no charge for the remainder of the year. Applications are available online at www./milton.ca or in person at Town Hall.
Arts Campaign – The $2.2 million fundraising campaign, Put Your Heart In The Arts, is currently underway to support operating costs of the new Centre; Mattamy Homes announced $750,000 to kick-start the campaign. All donations are welcome. www.investInTheArts.ca
